If it bears fruit next year, well and good;

but if not, you can cut it down.””

Things to think about

Things to do

e Help with some gardening jobs in your garden. Perhaps a relative or friend or even the school
garden, needs some weeding and tidying up after Winter,

e Plant some seeds or bulbs that will grow next Summer or Spring.

e Grow vegetables from scraps.

You will need: potatoes, carrots, garlic, spring onions,( or any vegetables!) containers,
water.

This activity works especially well with
vegetables that have already started to sprout!

Chop the ends of the vegetables so just the top
is left.

Place in a small shallow container filled with
water.

Keep the water topped up and when the
vegetables are starting to grow some more
shoots and roots, plant them in a pot with soil
or compost.
