Y ou will need: paper, pencils, scissors, hole punch, paper fasteners, glue, googly eves
(optional)

Draw and cut out, the squirrel’s head,
body, tail, paws x 4, ears and nose.

Punch a hole at the bottom of the head, top
and bottom of the body and top pf the tail.

Use paper fasteners (split pins). to join the
head, body and tail.

Add the ears, paws eves and nose. You can
stick these over the paper fasteners to hide
them!
