Will he delay long in helping them?

I tell you, he will quickly grant justice to them.’

Gospel prayer (for use throughout the week)

that we may place

our full trust and confidence in you;
now and always.

Things to do

e Go for an Autumn walk, kick through the fallen leaves and try to spot acorns, conkers
and sycamore seeds.

e Prepare a hearty harvest vegetable soup for the cold evenings.
e Woven leaves

You will need: black sugar paper, scissors, glue, strips of coloured paper,

Cut out a leaf shape from a piece of black
paper.

Stick horizontal strips of coloured paper
across the leaf shape. Only glue the ends
down.

Now weave paper strips through the first
strips and glue the ends down. You may
want to pick only two colours, make a
pattern or just have a random choice.
