e Paper gift bag.

You will need: wrapping paper, glue, scissors, card, ribbon, hole punch.

Cut a piece of wrapping paper into a rectangle.

With the right side down, fold the ends of the
paper into the centre and stick.

Fold up the base of the bag and then fold out
the corners and stick.

Open up the bag, creasing the sides to make it
stand up.

Place the card inside to make a sturdy base.

Fold over the top, punch two holes and tie with
ribbon.
