Attach a strip of card to the angel and thread 

through the slit. 

Use the paper fastener to attach the paper strip 

to the picture. 

Draw a hillside scene with shepherds looking 

up at the sky. Punch a hole at the bottom of the 

card. 

Slide the angel from side to side using the strip. 
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
