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Things to think about

Things to do

You will need: blue and white paper, glue, pencil, scissors, wool or string.

Cut the white paper in half and fold, concertina
style, along the long edge.

Fold the whole piece of blue paper along the
long edge, concertina style.

Fold and glue the inside edges together with
each piece of paper. If you want to make a
hanging decoration, punch a hole in the top of
the blue paper.

Tie the string around the neck of each character
and spread out the skirts.

Cut out the face shapes and draw features
before gluing and sticking the tab inside the
folds.
